Who is Clarence B. Wine Sr.?

Bro. Clarence B. Wine Sr. was born on April 2, 1946 in McGhee, Arkansas. Clarence received his Bachelors of Science Degree in Elementary Education from Lincoln University in Jefferson City, MO where he was initiated into Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity, Inc.  After completing his education, Bro. Wine served two years in the United State Army before returning to school to obtain his Master's Degree in Education with and emphasis in Guidance and Counseling from the University of Texas in El Paso.  In addition to these Degrees, Clarence was also able to obtain certification in Vocational Rehabilitation and was also completing coursework towards a Doctorate in Counseling Psychology at the time of his passing. 

Bro. Wine was employed at the University of Missouri-Columbia for 33 years, 25 of which he was a Senior Academic Advisor with the College of Business, and the Coordinator of Diversity programs from 1996 to 2007.   While employed at the University, he received several honors and awards, taught a number of courses, and served on numerous academic committees across campus. In 1996 he won the Excellence in Education Award from the University.  In 1997 he won the Excellence in Advising Award.  In 2003 he was recognized in the College of Business' The Bottom Line for his role in establishing the Big 12 Conference on Black Student Government.  In 2004 he won the Staff Diversity Enhancement Award from the University and he also won the Outstanding Staff Service Award in 2005 from the College of Business. During his tenure he also served as the faculty advisor for the Black Business Students Association.

Through out his time at the University of Missouri-Columbia, Clarence Wine was dedicated to helping minority students succeed. As an advisor for the Black Business Students Association, he oversaw the development of the Diversity Conference. He not only wanted students to earn an education but also to be accepted in Corporate America and be an asset to the community in which they belong. As an advisor, teacher, and program director, Bro. Wine expected nothing but the best from his students; there was always room for improvement. Bro. Wine would actively advise students each semester and reaffirm them about the value of education especially for every minority student that is able to attend this illustrious University. 

Bro. Wine was not only adamant about the educational growth of his students, but was also as dedicated about their overall personal growth. He was always open to conversation whether in his office or at his usual tailgating spot for home football games. Bro. Wine was always willing to share life’s experiences in any atmosphere with any audience. On many occasions his voice could be heard ringing in the halls telling off his various accomplishments and the trials he had to overcome to achieve them. 

 Because of Bro. Wine’s commitment to not only his students but all students on campus, thousands of students have graduated in the upper tiers of academia. Bro. Wine will forever be a never ending model of determination, perseverance, and servitude to the students, staff and faculty at the University of Missouri-Columbia.
